For your information, please see the attached document highlighting the 111th Congressional committees with relevant forestry 
jurisdictions.  The document lists the committee members and highlights each legislator that represents a state within the 
WFLC’s membership purview.  You will note that I have included a few new committees and subcommittees due to the 
increased attention and the WFLC’s involvement in budgeting issues, climate change, and energy/renewable fuels. 
 
The below and attached information related to committee and subcommittee make-up can be used to build relationships with 
specific western congressional members that are chairing a committee or subcommittee during the 110th Congress. 

 
• Senator Jeff Bingaman (D-NM) is continuing as the chairman of the Senate Committee on Energy and Natural 

Resources.  Senator Bingaman is a sponsor of the Senate version of the FLAME Act (S. 561) and is working on 
Renewable Energy Standard legislation.   

 
• Senator Lisa Murkowski (R-AK) the ranking minority member on the Senate Committee on Energy and Natural 

Resources and is a sponsor of the Senate version of the FLAME Act. 
 

• Senator Dianne Feinstein (D-CA) is the chairwoman of the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on Interior, 
Environment and Related Agencies. 

 
• Representative Joe Baca (D-CA) is the chairman of the House Agriculture Subcommittee on Department Operations, 

Oversight, Nutrition and Forestry and another westerner, Jeff Fortenberry (R-NE), is the ranking subcommittee 
member.  Congressman Fortenberry is interested in woody biomass utilization. 

 
• Representative Norman D. Dicks (D-WA) is the chairman of the House Appropriations Subcommittee on the Interior, 

Environment, and Related Agencies and Michael Simpson (R-ID) is the ranking subcommittee member.  The 
Subcommittee has already had the first hearing of the 111th Congress which examined the recent GAO report on 
moving the US Forest Service to the Department of the Interior.  Congressman Dicks and Simpson are both sponsors of 
the House version of the FLAME Act (H.R. 1404). 

 
• Representative Doc Hastings (R-WA) is the ranking minority member on the House Committee on Natural Resources.   

 
The west currently has 19 representatives holding key leadership posts on the 22 forestry-related committees and 
subcommittees.  Attached to this memo is a breakdown of the committee and subcommittee membership.  This document is 
posted on our issue briefs page at http://www.wflcweb.org/infomaterials/issue_briefs.php.
